The panel decided to confirm the current interim suspension order.

At any such review hearing the panel may revoke the interim order, it may confirm the

interim suspension order, or it may replace it with an interim conditions of practice order.

A panel of the Fitness to Practise Committee has still to deal with the allegations made
against you. The NMC will keep you informed of developments in relation to that issue.
