Summary of review and findings 

The University of Birmingham (UoB) school of nursing, the approved education 
institution (AEI) has presented documentation for the major modification of an 
approved pre-registration nursing master of nursing (MNurs) programme. The 
rationale for the transfer is to meet all stakeholder requests for this small cohort of 
students to complete their programme on the 2018 Standards for pre-registration 
nursing programmes. This programme is in approval under the 2010 Nursing and 
Midwifery Council (NMC) Standards for pre-registration nursing since 2017. UoB is 
proposing transferring the September 2018 MNurs cohort (2010 Standards) in 
adult, children’s, and mental health fields onto the new Standards for pre-
registration nursing programmes (NMC 2018). UoB has a pre-registration nursing 
programme in approval since 15 August 2019 under the 2018 NMC Standards for 
pre-registration nursing programmes. The transfer will include any bachelor of 
nursing students (BNurs) requesting transfer to MNurs at the end of year two. The 
programme is four years and students will transfer at the end of year two. 
 
Documentation confirms arrangements at programme level meet the required 
Standards framework for nursing and midwifery education (SFNME, NMC 2018) 
and the Standards for student supervision and assessment (SSSA, NMC 2018). 
UoB is committed to partnership working with stakeholders in the co-production, 
co-delivery and evaluation of the programme at strategic and operational levels. 
The proposed modification will be effective from September 2020.

The programme team provide comprehensive mapping documents for transferring 
the 30 students in the September 2018 cohort from the 2010 Standards for pre-
registration nursing programme to the 2018 Standards for pre-registration nursing 
programmes. There’s evidence of mapping of module level outcomes which in turn 
map to the programme level outcomes. Mapping identifies that students would 
miss the NMC requirement for a field specific pharmacology exam and 100 
percent pass for calculations of medicines, therefore a specific pathophysiology 
module is designed to enable these transferring students to fulfil the outstanding 
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programme requirements in year three of the current master of nursing to cover 
this outstanding content. The programme team confirm there’s currently no 
students on interrupted studies who will be affected by this modification.  
 
Students will use the part three Midlands, Yorkshire and East practice Assessment 
Document (MYEPAD) which provides assurance the Standards for pre-registration 
nursing programmes (NMC 2018) including annexes A and B are met at end of the 
four year programme. All students are already transferred to SSSA (NMC 2018). 
 
There’s evidence students are consulted extensively regarding the transfer and all 
students agree with the proposal. 
 
The programme team has provided a detailed plan of how they will manage the 
transfer.
